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Remember how to punctuate speech? There are four main ways.  Have a look:
1. “Hello,” snarled Mr Redhead

2. Mr Redhead suddenly snarled, “Hello.”

3. “Hello,” snarled Mr Redhead. “Why aren’t you getting on with your work?”

4. “Get on with your work,” snarled Mr Redhead, “or I’ll turn you into a toad.”

Do you remember the difference between 3 & 4?
Plan first!

Things to consider.  Why is the person on the raft?  What happened?  Is the beast friendly or aggressive? How does the person first become aware of the creature?

Write a decent paragraph each day, and edit it carefully. Use the document I have created for you in google classroom.

Start each day by re reading what you wrote the day before. 

Start before the beast has appeared.  You could end with a resolution, or you could leave a cliff hanger.


	Tiny Tales 4 – The Raft
Your task is to write a short story based on this peaceful little scene.  It will involve a great deal of rich description.
The trick to descriptions is to consider the different senses. What can you: see, hear, smell, touch or even taste?

When you start to plan this task, I would give each of the senses a section to fill in with ideas you could use later.

Descriptions are asking for metaphor and simile – even personification!  A bit of speech punctuation would also seem to be in order, although the character on the raft will be largely talking to themselves.
Thoughts may be useful.  Remember to treat them just like speech, but with appropriate verbs such as thought or pondered.

Don’t forget.  Show off!

Semi colons:
The beast rose from the dark water; it towered over the tiny raft.

Passive voice:

Bob was almost overpowered by the fetid stink of the creature’s breath.

Modal verbs:
Bob could have sworn that his raft had been nudged by something.  Something large.

Clause dashes:

The hideous beast loomed over him – screeching like a banshee.
