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Charging & Remissions Policy
St John’s Primary & Nursery School

1. Introduction
The Department of Education (DfE) document, ‘Charging for School Activities’ ensures the right of every pupil to free education in accordance with the 1996 Education Act. Schools cannot charge for education provided in school hours including for books, materials etc.

This policy will have consideration for, and be compliant with, the following legislation and statutory guidance:
· Education Act 1996

· The Charges for Music Tuition (England) Regulations 2007

· The Education (Prescribed Public Examinations) (England) Regulations 2010
· DfE (2018) ‘Charging for school activities’
·  DfE (2019) ‘Governance handbook’
The DfE document also specifies that the school has a right to invite voluntary contributions in support of the school and towards school events and to make charges for certain other activities as detailed below.

a) Contributions.                                                                                                                                            While education is free the Governing Body will invite all Parents/Carers to make contributions towards the cost of some related activities such as entry fees to a venue and transport to and from the venue. Such requests will not exceed the cost per child of providing that activity. No child will be excluded or treated differently because a contribution has not been received. However a proposed activity may be cancelled if insufficient contributions are received.  The Governors will also request voluntary contributions at the start of each school year from Parents/Carers to help meet their statutory responsibility as a Church School to pay 10% of the cost of improvements and repairs to the premises. All such requests will be made through individual letters or e-mails.  
b) Charges

The school may also recover the full cost of the following (subject to certain remissions as shown in section 3):-

· Board and lodging and transport costs for all residential trips both in and out of school time.

· After School and Breakfast Club.
· Nursery lunch cover.
· Musical instrument tuition provided during the school day if provided at the request of parents/carers for individual or small groups of pupils.

· Non-accidental damage to or wilful breakage of school property or equipment.
· Use of community facilities  

Early morning, After School and Lunchtime Clubs run by outside organisers set their own fees. Details are available through the school office.
3. Remissions
Parents who are can prove they in receipt of Income Support (IS), Income based Job Seekers Allowance (IBJSA), Universal Credit or other specific benefits as specified in the latest version of the DfE document, are exempt from board & lodging charges. The Governors also have the right to remit (waive or reduce) other costs in special circumstances.  Authority is delegated to the Headteacher to make such remissions on its behalf.
