Your task is to present both sides of the argument.  The structure would probably consist of 4 paragraphs. Intro, one side of the argument, the other side of the argument and then a conclusion giving your personal opinion. This is asking for some formal style connectives: even though, whereas, consequently and although
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	Good words to use here are things like the following:
‘Some people think’

‘Some say’

‘However, other people feel like’

‘On the other hand’

‘Despite this’

‘Even though some people feel’

‘In my opinion’

This is not a place for flowery descriptions.  You are not telling a story!  There will be no dialogue and you cannot use a quotation.

The language should be formal.  Imagine you are speaking to the queen.
Your writing would benefit a great deal from a bit of research into great white sharks and piranha.  These might be questions you would investigate.  They may help you when you present your arguments:

Where do they live?

How do they hunt?

Are they endangered or common?

What do they eat?


	This is all about staying impartial until the final paragraph.

The Introduction should explain what you are going to do, and present the basic idea.
For example, if I was presenting a balanced argument about whether you ate your bogies, or wiped them on a table, you might start like this.
‘For many years, people have struggled with an issue vital to the survival of the human race.  The issue is how to properly dispose of your bogies.  Some people feel that bogies should be immediately eaten, while other people feel that bogies should be wiped onto any nearby item of furniture.  This piece of writing will present both sides of this important decision.’
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The 2 following paragraphs would lay out each side of the argument.  One explaining the eating argument, and one presenting the wiping argument.

The final paragraph should give your personal opinion, which you should explain clearly – possibly with examples.
